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4 EASY STEPS TO FOLLOW  
 

COUNTER TOP INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS  
 
Thank you for purchasing the Pure Water Systems Counter Top water purifier. This product is very easy to install and fits 
to every tap.  Please call our Customer Service Division should you require assistance on 1300 808 007. 
 
STEP 1: FITTING YOUR FILTER CARTRIDGE 

1. Turn the filter housing upside down, unscrew and separate 
the base of the housing from the top half 

2. Remove wrapper and label from filter cartridge 
3. Place the filter cartridge inside the housing – (either end up) 

ensuring black seals on both ends of the cartridge are 
seated correctly. 

4. Ensure that the black ‘O’ring is properly seated in the 
groove of the filter housing   

5. With the system still upside down, screw the base onto the 

filter housing 
6. Connect “Diverter” to the tap (GO TO STEP 2) 

 
 
 
STEP 2: FITTING THE DIVERTER TO YOUR KITCHEN TAP 

 
1. Remove the clear washer from the black lever of the diverter and place it inside 

the top of the Diverter  
2. The Diverter needs to be fitted to the bottom of your kitchen tap. Most taps have 

an aerator. Remove the aerator to find out if you have an internal, external or no 
thread on your tap. (GO TO STEP 3 ) 

          

    
 
 
STEP 3: WHAT SORT OF THREAD DO YOU HAVE ON THE END OF YOUR TAP?   
(choose one of the following answers below) 
 
QUESTION: To assist with easy connection, which thread do you have on your tap?  
 
ANSWER:  
A: Thread is on the Outside of your tap   Go To Installation A 
B: Thread is on the Inside of your tap   Go To Installation B (overleaf) 
C: No Thread – Small Tap diameter   Go To Installation C (overleaf) 
D: No Thread – Large Tap diameter    Go To Installation D (overleaf) 
 
 
INSTALLATION A: THREAD ON THE OUTSIDE OF YOUR TAP 

 
1. Screw the Diverter straight onto the end of the tap  
2. Complete the installation process (SEE STEP 4 – Overleaf)  

 
If the diameter of the tap is too small to fit diverter     
GO TO INSTALLATION C  (overleaf) 
 
If the diameter of the tap is too big to fit the diverter       

                GO TO INSTALLATION D  (overleaf) 
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INSTALLATION B: THREAD ON THE INSIDE OF YOUR TAP 

 
Rubber Washers    

 
1. Place the rubber washers in the (TA1) Tap Adaptor (thin first, then the thick washer, some 

taps may only require the thicker washer) 
2. Screw the tap adapter up inside the tap and tighten 
3. Attach the diverter to the bottom of the tap adaptor 
4. Complete the installation process (SEE STEP 4) 

 

 
 
 

 
 
INSTALLATION C:  SMALL TAP – NO THREAD  

 
1. Push the black end of the adapter up inside the tap   
2. Using a flat head screwdriver on the silver plate and tighten anticlockwise until 

it widens and holds firmly inside the tap (there are 3 different sized black 
grommets that can be used for different sized taps) 

3. Attach the diverter to the bottom of the tap adaptor  
4. Complete the installation process (SEE STEP 4) 

 
 

 
 
 
INSTALLATION D: NO THREAD – LARGE TAP 
 

1. Remove internal white rubber insert (sleeve) from large sleeve 
2. Push black washer into the inside of the large white sleeve (the one with thread 

attached) 
3. Push adaptor up and over the outside of your tap as far as possible (for 

thinner taps insert internal white rubber sleeve)  
4. Slip steel clamp over the white rubber adaptor as high as possible of the 

adaptor to avoid splitting 
5. Using a Flat or Phillips head screwdriver tighten the clamp firmly 
6. Attach the diverter to the bottom of tap adaptor 
7. Complete the installation process (SEE STEP 4) 

 
 
STEP 4: COMPLETE INSTALLATION PROCESS, FLUSH CARTRIDGE 

 
1. Turn the Counter Top system upside down 
2. Twist the spout half a turn anti-clockwise (as per photo on left) 
3. Turn on the cold water tap   
4. Turn the black diverter lever ¼ of a turn up and this will divert the water to the water 

purifier 
5. Allow water to run through the filter for 1 minute (This will get rid of any air inside the system and 

flush  black carbon fines may) 
6. Turn the black lever ¼ of a turn down and this will turn the “Diverter” off to the water 

purifier so you can use your normal tap water again 
7. Twist the spout half a turn clockwise to return to normal position 
8. Your system is ready for use  

  
IMPORTANT INFORMATION:  

§ Do not run hot water through your water purifier 
§ You may experience intermittent dripping due to pressure building up  
§ Remember to use your purifier for everything, drinking water, tea, coffee, cooking, baking, 

your pets, plants.
